IMPORTANT NOTE
                                  JOINT TENANT DECLARATION FORM
When the purchase of your property has been completed, the property will be registered at the Land Registry on your behalf.

You can hold the property in your joint names in two slightly different ways in English Law.  The property can be held as either Beneficial Joint Tenants or Tenants in Common.  If you hold as Beneficial Joint Tenants and one of you dies, then the property automatically passes to the survivor of you.  If you hold as Tenants in Common, then your share in the property would pass on death under the terms of your Will, or if you have no Will, in accordance with the Intestacy Rules.  If you decide that Tenants in Common is preferable, then a Declaration of Trust, setting out your share in the ownership of the property would, in most cases, be required and which I can prepare for you.

It is important to note however that in the event of a future dispute between you a Court has the power to overturn your decision based on circumstances at that time.

Whichever way you would like your property registered we recommend that you have a Will prepared.
